I will be 
counting on you to help guide discussion section topics so please raise questions, offer ideas, and 
make contributions in other ways to ensure that our discussions are as productive as possible.

• Respect others’ potentially differing opinions and their right to express them. 
Questions/comments should be directed at the underlying ideas and not as judgments of the 
individual(s) who hold those ideas.  
• Participate, but self-regulate. Everyone should and will have the chance to contribute to 
discussions.  

• I reserve the right to ask students engaging in disruptive behavior (e.g. sleeping in class, using 
cellphones or laptops inappropriately, or being otherwise rude/confrontational) to leave section 
early.
